B. Every human faces the same unavoidable

reality of death. But for the believer, death is

not the end.

lll. THE RESURRECTION OF JESUS SECURES
OUR FUTURE RESURRECTION

A. Believers are united with Christ in His death,

burial, and resurrection. (Rm. 6:8-9)

B. When Jesus died, our sin was judged. When

Jesus rose, new life began.

C. And one day that spiritual truth will become a

physical reality. We will receive new, glorified
bodies.

A. Since our resurrection is a certainty, what can

we do this week that demonstrates that reality?
