A. "Beheld” = personally witnessed. Glory

revealed in Jesus. Defined by grace and truth

B. Jesus shows us exactly what God is like.

C. Ifyou wantto know God, look at Jesus'
compassion, holiness, and sacrifice. He is full
of grace (forgives) and full of Truth
(transforms)
