SERMON OUTLINE 

HE RESPONDS TO HUMAN NEED WITH DIVINE 
PURPOSE 
A. The Setting: A joyful wedding celebration is interrupted 
by an unexpected need (vv. 1–3) 
B. The Tension: Jesus speaks of His “hour,” pointing 
beyond the moment to a greater mission (v. 4) 
C. The Response: Mary models trust, directing others to 
simple obedience to Jesus (v. 5) 

 

HE TRANSFORMS THE ORDINARY THROUGH OBEDIENT 
FAITH 
A. The Means: Ordinary water jars become the 
instruments of a divine work (v. 6) 
B. The Command: Servants obey Jesus fully, even without 
understanding (v. 7) 
C. The Miracle: Jesus quietly turns water into wine, 
displaying His creative authority (v. 8) 

 

HE REVEALS HIS GLORY AND INVITES BELIEF 
A. The Abundance: The best wine is provided in 
unexpected measure and quality (vv. 9–10) 
B. The Revelation: This first sign unveils the glory of Jesus 
to those paying attention (v. 11a) 
C. The Result: His disciples respond with growing faith in 
Him (v. 11b)
