THE DIVIDING LINE IS FAITH IN THE SON

A. The Verdict: Whoever believes in Him is not
condemned, but whoever does not believe stands
condemned already (v. 18)

B. The Reason: Light has come into the world, yet people
love darkness rather than light because their deeds are
evil (v. 19)

C. The Response: Those who practice truth come tothe
light, revealing that their works are done in God (vv. 20-21)

HEAVEN’S WITNESS AFFIRMS THE SON’S SUPREMACY
A. The Clarification: John the Baptist directs attention
away from himself and toward Christ (vv. 22-26)

B. The Recoghnition: A person can receive only whatis
given from heaven (v. 27)

C. The Confession: Christ must increase, and every true
servant must decrease (vv. 28-30)

THE SON ALONE GIVES LIFE OR LEAVES ONE UNDER
WRATH

A. The Authority: The One from above is above all and
speaks the words of God (vv. 31-34)

B. The Relationship: The Father loves the Son and has
placed everything in His hands (v. 35)

C. The Outcome: Whoever believes inthe Son has
eternal life; whoever rejects Him remains under God’s
wrath (v. 36)
